The area also shares borders with
Kitwe/Chingola to the North South, Kabwe/Serenje Apostle
Areato the South East, Lusaka West/Mumbwa Apostle Area
tothe South.

The geo political districts are in two parts; urban (Ndola,
Mufulira & Luanshya) and the rural Masaiti & Mpongwe.
Ndola is the Provincial Capital, al one lime was the
commercial capital of the country, which had an assembly
plant for motor vehicles, tyre manufacturing plant (where
Jacaranda Mall stands today), food &
beverage processing plants,
pharmaceutical plants, textiles, paper
manufacturingamongothers.
